
HORSE BOARDING AGREEMENT  rev 3/2011

THIS AGREEMENT is made this ____ day of _________, 200_, by and between: Piece of Paradise Farm, LLC, a Pennsylvania limited liability company located at Pickering Meadow Farm  260 Creek Road Phoenixville, PA 19460 also known as the ‘Farm”.

Background of Agreement

(1)  
Piece of Paradise Farm, LLC  operates outdoor horseback riding areas an outdoor sand arena, and provides care for and maintains horses for recreational, and training purposes at Pickering Meadow Farm located at 260 Creek Road, Phoenixville PA    Piece of Paradise Farm LLC  also provides riding lessons at the Farm.  Pickering Meadow Farm is privately owned by Paul Kratz.  


(2)
The Piece of Paradise Farm,LLC includes fenced pastures and 2 barns, where it cares for and maintains its own horses for recreational and agricultural purposes. In addition, Piece of Paradise Farm permits a limited number of other horse owners to board their horses at the Farm.  


(3)  
Client desires to board his/her horse at the farm and THE FARM has adequate pasturage and stalls to accommodate such use, and the parties desire to reduce to this writing their mutual understanding and agreement.


NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants herein contained, and intending to be legally bound hereby, the parties agree as follows:


1.   
Board.  Piece of Paradise Farm agrees to board Client's horse at the Farm and Client agrees to pay Piece of Paradise Farm LLC the sum of $___________ per month for full care STALL BOARD OR $________per month full care  FIELD BOARD. Full care for all horses at  Piece of Paradise Farm LLC includes normal reasonable care for the health and wellbeing of the  animals that a prudent horse owner would give.   Piece of Paradise Farm LLC will supply the following to horses at the farm:  daily hay, 2 x a day feeding of grain, ( if client wishes different grain they will provide the grain) , water, mineral salt, fenced pasture, changing / applying horse's blanket in cold weather or flysheet and flymask in the summer.  (Client furnishes blanket sheet and fly  mask.) and minor wound care. .  Full care STALL BOARD includes use of and a bedded stall for DAILY USE, daily turnout for stall boarded horses weather permitting, daily cleaning of stall.   Field Boarded horses may not be guaranteed a stall in inclement weather.  ,All horses  and owners will have access to  riding ring, wash stall and tack room.  



The Client understands that his/her horse will be turned out with other horses privately owned by Piece of Paradise Farm LLC and others.  


2.   
Term.  The term of this boarding agreement shall be on a month-to-month basis and either party shall have the right to terminate this agreement at any time upon thirty (30) days prior written notice to the other party.  At the termination of the agreement, the Client shall remove the horse from the premises; provided, Client shall have paid in full all sums due and owing Piece of Paradise Farm LLC at or prior to the removal of the horse.  Piece of Paradise Farm, LLC reserves the right to place a Horseman’s Lien on any property to satisfy outstanding bills due.

3.   
Special Conditions and Services.  Client shall provide and promptly pay for all costs and charges for special or extra services, including the following:



a.  
Illness that demands care, shots, leg soaks, bandaging, hand walking, etc. (If those services are performed by Piece of Paradise Farm LLC, charges will be such as to reasonably reimburse them for the time expended including all payroll expenses for time spent by its employees, and shall be in addition to the above referenced monthly board charges).



b.  
Extra services - clipping, mane or tail pulling, bathing, lungeing, riding, etc.



c.  
All veterinary bills.



d.  
All farrier bills.



e.  
Dietary supplements or medications provided by CLIENT (Note:  used “Client” as the defined term above)Owner.


f. 
EXTRA HAY.  The horses are given hay in their stalls and at night check.  Supplemental hay is given in the fields in winter as necessary.  If you want your horse to have extra hay, you will be billed for the extra hay. 


4.   
Farrier Services.  Payment  of a farrier will be solely by the Client at the expense of the Client.  


5.
Injury or Sickness.  Piece of Paradise Farm LLC agrees to notify the Client as soon as possible in case of injury or sickness of the horse.  In case Client cannot be reached, Piece of Paradise Farm LLC is authorized to summon an available equine veterinarian at Client's expense if, in Piece of Paradise Farm LLC’s sole discretion, it is advisable to do so. 


6.
Turnout.  Client 's horse will be turned out to pasture daily, except in the event of inclement weather at which time a stall will be provided for the horse in the barn.  Field Boarded horses may not be guaranteed a stall in inclement weather. 


7.   
Storage.  Client shall be provided space in the tack room for storage of saddle, bridle and other supplies, including one tack trunk.  Piece of Paradise Farm, LLC is not responsible for lost, theft,  damage or disappearance of any items.

8.
Billing.  No separate invoices for board will be sent.  Client understands and agrees that payments for board shall be due on or before the 1st day of each month. All late payments (payments not received by the date due) will require a late fee of $50.00, together with interest at the rate of 1%/mo.  Billing will be given to client for separate billable services. 

    
9.
Client's Warranty as to Horse.  Client warrants and represents that the horse, as of the commencement of this agreement, has not suffered any sickness or disease which may be contagious and will, prior to delivery of the horse to the Farm, provide veterinary documentation as Piece of Paradise Farm LLC may request. Client shall also notify Piece of Paradise Farm LLC  in writing on the signing of this Agreement as to any faults, lameness, bad habits (biting, kicking, etc.) and other conditions relating to the horse.


Client agrees to exercise care and caution when around or riding horses located on the Farm, and agrees to follow instructions regarding Client’s conduct when dealing with or riding horses on the Farm as well as obey farm/barn rules while of the property of the farm..


Pets.  Client agrees that Client will not bring any pets, including but not limited to dogs and cats, on the property of the Farm.  


10.
Indemnification and Insurance.  Client shall reimburse Piece of Paradise Farm LLC for all damages to property and personal injury caused by Client’s horse. Client shall provide, and at all times during this Agreement maintain, equine liability insurance covering the Client’s horse with minimum limits of liability coverage of $100,000.00 per incident. Client shall provide proof of such insurance prior to commencement of boarding, and thereafter upon request of Piece of Paradise Farm LLC.  

    
11. Right of Lien.  The owner is put on notice that Piece of Paradise Farm, LLC has a right of lien as set forth in the laws of the State of Pennsylvania, for the amount of due board and keep of such horse ( s), and also for storage and services, and shall have the right, without process of law, to retain said horses(s) until the amount of indebtedness is satisfied.  However, Piece of Paradise Farm , LLC will not be obligated to retain and/or maintain the horse(s) in question in the event the amount of the bill exceeds and anticipated unregistered value of the horse (s).  In the event that Piece of Paradise Farm, LLC exercises its right to lien as stated above-described for non payment, this Agreement shall constitute a BILL OF SALE and authorization to process transfer applications from any breed registration as may be applicable to said horse ( s) upon affidavit by Piece of Paradise Farm, LLC representative outlining the facts of the default as well as the steps Piece of Paradise LLC has taken to resolve this matter.  In the event collection of this account is turned ocer to an attorney, the Owner of the horse ( s) agrees to pay all attorney’s fees, costs and other related expenses. 

12.  
Liability.  Client acknowledges and agrees that NEITHER PICKERING MEADOW FARM AS PROPERTY OWNER OF THE FARM, PIECE OF PARADISE FARM LLC AS LEASEE OF THE FARM, NOR ANY EMPLOYEE OR LICENSEE OF PIECE OF PARADISE FARM LLC OR OWNER ON THE FARM (HEREINAFTER "RELEASEES") SHALL BE LIABLE FOR ANY LOSS, DAMAGE OR INJURY SUFFERED BY CLIENT,CLIENT’S CHILDREN OR FAMILY MEMBERS OR CLIENT’S PROPERTY, INCLUDING CLIENT’S HORSE.   CLIENT UNDERSTANDS THAT HORSES ARE UNPREDICTABLE AND POTENTIALLY DANGEROUS DOMESTIC ANIMALS AND THAT CERTAIN RISKS OF INJURY TO ANIMALS OR PERSONS ARE ASSOCIATED IN A HORSE/STABLE ENVIRONMENT.  THE CLIENT IS FULLY AWARE OF SUCH INHERENT DANGERS RELATED TO EQUESTRIAN ACTIVITIES AND, BEING FULLY AWARE OF SUCH, HEREBY KNOWINGLY AND VOLUNTARILY FULLY, FOR THEMSELVES, THEIR HEIRS, AND LEGAL REPRESENTATIVES, HEREBY RELEASES, FOREVER DISCHARGES AND AGREES NOT TO MAKE OR BRING ANY CLAIM OF ANY KIND AGAINST RELEASEES FOR ANY INJURY TO THE CLIENT,OR CLIENT’S CHILDREN OR FAMILY  OR CLIENT’S PROPERTY, INCLUDING CLIENT’S HORSE, WHETHER RESULTING FROM PIECE OF PARADISE FARM LLC’S, OWNER’S, OR ANYONE'S NEGLIGENCE, OR FROM ANY OTHER CAUSE OF ACTION OR CLAIM, DIRECTLY OR INDIRECTLY, ARISING OUT OF THE GIVING OF RIDING LESSONS AT THE FARM, WHETHER CAUSED BY ANY CONDITION OF THE LAND, FENCES, STRUCTURES OR BY OTHER HORSES OR FROM ANY CAUSE WHATSOEVER.  THE TERM "CLAIM" SHALL INCLUDE, BUT NOT BE LIMITED TO, LOSS, LIABILITY, DAMAGE, EXPENSE, FEES, MEDICAL/HOSPITAL EXPENSE, LOSS OF EARNINGS OR EARNING CAPACITY, PAIN AND SUFFERING, CAUSES OF ACTION OR SUITS OF ANY NATURE WHATSOEVER.  THE TERM "INJURY" SHALL INCLUDE ANY DAMAGE OR HARM TO ANY PERSON OR PROPERTY OR PHYSICAL INJURY OR IMPAIRMENT OR LOSS OF LIFE TO ANY PERSON, HORSE OR OTHER PROPERTY.  THE CLIENT FURTHER AGREES TO FOREVER PROTECT, INDEMNIFY, HOLD HARMLESS AND DEFEND RELEASEES FROM AND AGAINST ANY CLAIM FOR ANY INJURIES SUSTAINED BY THEMSELVES OR ANY OTHER PERSON PRESENT AT THE FARM WITH THEM OR AS THEIR LICENSEE.

PIECE OF PARADISE FARM LLC REQUIRES THAT ALL HORSE OWNERSAND ALL RIDERS  WEAR PROTECTIVE HEADGEAR WHEN RIDING ON THE PROPERTY.  RIDING IS DONE AT YOUR OWN RISK AND THE RIDER(S) UNDERSTAND THE HORSEBACK RIDING CAN BE A POTENTIALLY DANGEROUS SPORT.   Piece of Paradise Farm LLC is NOT responsible for injury to any family member or guest.  You are responsible for your family members and guests. 
    
12.       Third Party Beneficiary.  The Farm Owner, Paul Kratz and Pickering Meadow Farm, is intended as, and is, a third party beneficiary of this Agreement, with full rights of enforcement.


13.   
Entire Agreement.  This Agreement contains all of the terms and conditions agreed by the parties hereto, and no other agreements, oral or otherwise, regarding the subject matter of this Agreement shall be deemed to exist or bind any of the parties hereto.

    
14.
Modifications.  No alterations or variation of the terms of this Agreement shall be valid unless made in writing and signed by both of the parties.
